Testing Rules and Taking a Test – LMS
(Learning Management System) 

Test Rules
· A test must be completed once started. If you leave a test without answering all questions, the score reflects the unanswered questions as incorrect.  
· Tests may be re-taken until you achieve a passing score.
· Some training administrators may choose to limit how frequently you can access a test. If this is the case, you receive a message that tells you that the test may not be retaken until a certain date in the future.
· Your training administrator can help you with the test questions if you need special assistance.

· Your lesson will not be marked complete until you have obtained a passing score for the associated test. 
· Test pages cannot be bookmarked. Lesson pages can be bookmarked. 

Note: The E-learning lesson listing shows the score of the most recent test attempt until you make a score equal to or higher than the minimum required to pass. Once the minimum passing score has been achieved, the lesson is marked completed and that score and test date stays on your lesson plan. 
In other words, if the minimum passing score is 80% and you score a 70% the initial time, 70% displays on the lesson plan. If you take the test another time and scores 40%, the lesson plan displays 40%. If you take the test a third time and score an 80%, the lesson plan shows 80% and the lesson is marked complete with the date of the passing test. If you take the test a fourth time and score a 100%, the lesson plan still shows 80%.

Tip: Your Personal Journal/Notes is not available when you are taking Lesson Tests.
Taking a Test
Make sure you read the test rules above. 
The first time you open a lesson, the lesson’s abstract displays. You can click the Take Test button at the bottom of the page, or click the Take Test button in the upper right anytime during the lesson. 

The menu bar for CE displays in the upper right. You can click the Personal Page button to return to the lesson’s abstract. The menu bar is different for ‘Imaging’ content.

Steps to Take a Test
1. From an open lesson, click the Take Test button. 
The “General Instructions for Taking Tests” opens. Read.

2. When you have finished reading the general instructions, click the Take Test button in the upper right. 
The test opens and several instruction list at the top of the test. Read. 

3. Answer all questions.

4. Click the Submit Test button at the bottom of the Test.
